English Speaking & Listening
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English is the primary language of international scientific communication, and pharmacists need good
English speaking and listening skills in order to function effectively in any environment where they
encounter English-speaking patients and English—speaking healthcare professionals, whether inside or
outside Japan. English Speaking and Listening (ESL) is a course focused on developing these
communication skills through active engagement with Internet—-based materials relating to a wide range of
topics in health and pharmacy. There will be a heavy focus on active learning through group discussions,
oral presentations, and engagement with multimedia online resources, so active participation in class is a
must. Classes will be conducted entirely in English so as to maximize exposure to the target language.
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From video-based listening tasks coupled with multimedia online resources, pair or group discussion tasks,
vocabulary-building activities, and the preparation and delivery of short English speeches, students will
become capable of communicating effectively in professional contexts with English speakers, both native
and nonnative, both abroad and in Japan. (F47O<x Ry —1:45)
